What is “narrative” writing?
Narrative writing is a type of writing that tells a story or gives an account of something that has happened. The story is fiction and it could be told in the first person (I, we, and us) or third person (he, she, it, and they).
-It can be written to persuade, entertain or to inform the reader.
What are the elements of a narrative story?

1) Setting: tells us when and where it happened.
2) Characters: the people or animals in the story. Who?
3) Conflict: makes us want to read on to find out what happened.
4) Climax: the most exciting part of the story.
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Exposition: the first paragraph or paragraphs in which the characters, setting (time and place) and basic information is introduced.
Enticing incident (rising action):  an event that sets the main character on their journey or triggers the central conflict in a story (example: poor man wins the lottery)
Climax: The point in the narrative writing where the tension, excitement reach the highest level, the most important point in a story especially when it happens near the end. The reader wonders what will happen next; will the conflict be resolved or not?
Resolution:  is the part of the story's plot where the characters work to solve the main problem or conflict. 
Denouement: Conclusion after the climax of a narrative in which the complexities of the plot are unraveled and conflict is finally resolved.




Conflict: 
You ask yourself what the main character’s biggest challenge is, what they overcome by the end of the story. 

There are four kinds of conflict:  
1. Character vs. Character (physical) - The leading character struggles with his physical strength against other men (friends or family). (External)
2. Character vs. Nature - The leading character struggles the forces of nature (natural disasters or animals). (External)
3. Character vs. Society (social) - The leading character struggles against ideas, practices, or customs of other people. (External)
4. Character vs. Self (psychological) - The leading character struggles with himself/herself; with his/her own soul, ideas of right or wrong, physical limitations, choices, etc.  (Internal)
External - A struggle with a force outside one's self.
Internal - A struggle within one's self; a person must make some decision, overcome pain, quiet their temper, fear, self-doubt, self-destructiveness, etc.
