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Q1- a- small intestine
b- the sugars/glucose (not the enzyme or starch), because they are small enough to be absorbed

Q2”: sugars (glucose), because the enzymes break down the starch into sugars which are then small enough to diffuse through the Visking tubing

Q4: the overall movement of particles from an area where there are a lot of particles to an area where there are fewer particles until a balance is reached

Q7: It is long and so has a large surface area. Its surface area is increased by folds, villi and
microvilli. The walls of the villi are only one cell thick, making it easier for molecules to diffuse.

Q8: a Fewer digestive enzymes are released into the small intestine.
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
