6.2 Refraction 
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The pencil is bent because of reflection/
refraction.

A ray of light passes from the pencil through
the water/air to the glass. The ray bends/
straightens when it passes through the glass to
the air/water and into our eyes.

We see the bent pencil as a trick/an optical
illusion.

A lens is a transparent piece of glass or plastic
with at least one stratght/curved surface.

A convex lens makes things look bigger/
smalter because light rays bend inwards/
outwards as they leave the lens.
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4 a Convex lenses

b Convex lenses bring distant rays to a focus
in our eyes. So binoculars allow us to see
far away things much larger.
