c Mars, Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus and Neptune. All these planets are further from the Sun than Earth and therefore take longer to complete their orbits around the Sun. 
d Mercury, because this planet is the closest to the Sun. 
e The scale is very incorrect. In reality the Sun is far larger than any of the planets. The distance between the planets and the Sun is much larger than shown on the diagram.
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
