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1. Glacier: A large mass of ice that moves slowly over land.
2. Drill through: To make a hole by cutting into and going completely through something 
3. Borehole: a deep, narrow hole made in the ground, especially to locate water or oil.
4. Torpedo Shaped: one that is long, slender, and tapering at both ends, resembling a torpedo, which is a self-propelled underwater missile.
5. Ice shelf: A floating sheet of ice attached to land. 
6. Inhospitable: Harsh, difficult, or unpleasant to live in or visit.
7. Deploy: To put something into action or position so it can start working or be used.
8. Retrieve: Bring something back 
9. Muck about: To waste time, to not be serious, or to work slowly and carelessly.
10. Ground-penetrating radar: Ground-penetrating radar (often shortened to GPR) is a technology that uses radar waves to create images of what’s hidden below the surface of the ground (without digging)
11. Cavern: A huge cave, or chamber in a cave. 
12. Ream: To widen or smooth out a hole that has already been drilled, usually using a special tool called a reamer.
13. Autonomous: Self- driving/does tasks on its own. 
14. Slips off: Slides or moves smoothly from one place to another — often unintentionally or naturally.
