· tell the learner that The purpose of a web browser (Chrome, Edge, Firefox, Safari) is to read HTML documents and display them correctly.
· tell the learner that the Structure of HTML documents
· Root element.
· Head element.
· Body Element
· tell the learner HTML headings are titles or subtitles that you want to display on a webpage.
· HTML headings are defined with the <h1> to <h6> tags.
· <h1> defines the most important heading ,<h1> is the largest heading.
· <h6> defines the least important heading.

·  tell the learner that The HTML <p> element defines a paragraph. 
· A paragraph always starts on a new line, and browsers automatically add some white space (a margin) before and after a paragraph.

· tell the learner All HTML elements can have attributes.
· Attributes provide additional information about elements.
· Attributes are always specified in the start tag.
· Attributes usually come in name/value pairs like: name="value"
· tell the learner HTML attributes provide additional information about HTML elements. we can align the Heading using the align attribute. 
· The HTML<p align=" ">attribute used to align a paragraph
· Tell the learner The <hr> is displayed as a horizontal rule. 
· The <hr> tag is an empty tag, which means that it has no Closing tag.
· The <hr> element is used to separate content (or define a change) in an HTML page
· There are many attribute used with the <hr> tag,  <hr size =" " align=" " width =" " 
color ="" >
· The HTML <br> element defines a line break.
· Use <br> if you want a line break (a new line) without starting a new paragraph.
· The <br> tag is an empty tag, which means that it has no Closing tag.
· HTML contains several elements for defining text with a special meaning.

· tell the learners that The comment tag <!--...--> is used to insert comments in the source code. 
Comments are not displayed in the browsers.
· tell the learners that you can insert images in a web page using HTML tags ,most browsers allow inserting of Inline images (along with text ) that is BMP GIF and JPEG format .
· Note: Images take more time to download and display and web page the type of image and the number of images must be carefully considered.

· Note: You must take into consideration that we save the image in the same folder
· image attributes
· <img src= " " alt= " " width= " " height= " " Border= " " >
· <img src="flower.jpg" align= " right" >
· tell the learners that The HTML <a> tag defines a hyperlink.
· HTML links are hyperlinks. A browser highlights the identify text or image with colour or underlines at to indicate that it's a hyperlink
· You can click on a link and jump to another document. hyperlinks can point to any resource on the web page such as movie sound HTML page………
· Define  types of links on the webpage:
· absolute URL<p>
<a href="https://www.google.com/">Google</a></p>
relative URL 
<p><a href="homepage.html">HTML Images</a></p>
Define  colors for all links on the webpage:
By default, links will appear as follows in all browsers:
· An unvisited link is underlined and blue (link attribute)
· A visited link is underlined and purple (Vlink attribute)
· An active link is underlined and red (Alink attribute)

Note: To change the color of the link the attribute’s value can be changed in the <Body> tag:
Example:
<body link=" yellow" vlink = "pink" Alink ="green">

tell the student that there are Another attributes for hyperlinks
The Name attribute is used to name a portion of the same document or another document name=”” target=””

 The Title attribute gives additional information that pops up when the mouse moves over it.

The target attribute specifies where to open the linked document, example _blank - Opens the document in a new window or tab.
Example:
<a href="……" target="_blank" name="" Title="" >Visit Jordan! </a>

●	Ask questions to learners about the main previous concepts as a Prior Knowledge: Tell the learner to do different type of list.
●	tell the learner that the nested list is used to create list within another list
●	tell the student how to create nested list 
●	tell the learner that the Create a Table in HTML is used to put the data in a tabular format:
●	HTML tables allow web browsers to arrange data into rows and columns.
●	A table in HTML consists of cells inside rows and columns.
●	The <table> tag defines an HTML table.
●	An HTML table consists of one <table> element and one or more <tr>, <th>, and <td> elements.
●	The <tr> element defines a table row, the <th> element defines a table header, and the <td> element defines a table cell.
●	   Using attributes for a table.
●	<table height="20%" width="30%" align="center" bgcolor="pink" border="2" bordercolor="green" Cellpadding="5" cellspacing="4">
●	
Align:Gives the alignment of the table to the surrounding text.
Bgcolor:Sets the background color of the table.
Border:	Sets the width of the border around the table.
Bordercolor:	Specifies the color of the border.
Cellpadding:	Specifies the space between the edge of the cell and the content of the cell.
Cellspacing:	Specifies the spaces between the cells
Height:	Specifies the height of a table.
Width:	Specifies the width of a table.
